Thanks to the adults with developmental disabilities who are clients at the Garth Homer Society a horse in need of some fancy footwear will get his boots this Christmas. 

A number of Garth Homer clients volunteer at Mary’s Farm and Sanctuary.  Mary rescues animals, all kinds of animals, from llamas and goats to horses.  The Garth Homer clients have become particularly fond of Buddy, a two year old horse with hoof problems.  The long, wet, cold winter ahead means Buddy’s hoof condition will worsen unless he is fitted with specially made boots.
So the Garth Homer clients got to work making and selling Christmas wreaths to raise money for Buddy’s boots.  The wreaths were snapped up and on Thursday, December 3, 2009 at 1:30 p.m. the clients will be visiting Buddy at Mary’s Farm to present a cheque to help cover the costs of the boots.

Media are welcome to come along to the farm to talk to the Garth Homer clients and take pictures and film of them with Buddy.  Media consents are in place for all Garth Homer clients who have varying degrees of verbal articulation.  They will be accompanied by Garth Homer staff who can also answer questions. Dee will be available from Mary’s Farm & Sanctuary to answer questions about Buddy.
